Education Coordinator’s Corner

Kids do so many things that amaze, surprise, and even dismay us. It's certainly not because
they have only half a brain, but kids brains are different. At birth, and in early childhood,
they are much smaller than adult brains. They need good food, enough sleep, and lots of
stimulation in order to grow. Then, when brains reach full size, there are other important
changes that happen. Into their early adolescent years, your kids will need practice
making good decisions, managing their emotions, and planning ahead. The following tips are
some ways you can help make the growing process a little easier for your whole family.

Make sure your children have plenty of time to play with others and by
themselves.
Engage your children in various types of activities that stimulate different
parts of the brain, such as: art, listening to stories, make-believe games, and

projects that involve using their hands and fingers.
Give your children creative, but fun challenges. Ask questions like, "What
could we make with this empty cardboard box and this paint and paintbrush?”

Teach your children words they can use to describe their feelings. For
example, a child may feel pleased, excited, content, or thrilled instead of just
happy.
Make informal learning experiences fun: compare prices at the grocery store,
read billboards and street signs, study and observe nature.
b= Have family meetings to talk about plans that affect the whole family. Invite
g input from everyone. Keep it clear that while your children are growing and
deserve more independence, you are the parent and it's your responsibility to
set boundaries and consequences.
